Since the very beginning of the Internet, there has been wide disagreement on if and how to regulate the
digital world. In this lecture, we will look at how various models of regulation in the national and
international context respond to the challenges of legitimacy,development and human rights.

The first part of lecture looks at choices a national regulator needs to make when regulating cyberspace - too
much regulation or too little, regulation or self-regulation, businesses or the state? The examples taken are
from different countries in the world.

The second part of the lecture asks whether the WTO or, indeed, any other international forum is the right
place to regulate cyberspace. The lecture will look at some success stories (domain names) as well as failures
